Certain regional peculiarities of youth unemployment in the context of the economic situation in the regions and
subregions are defined, among which: low level of education that does not meet the needs of the time, a large
stratum of young people who do not work and do not study, etc. It is noted that the most serious problems of young
unemployment is for a number of countries in Asia and Africa, which leads to an increase in emigration and an
increase in socio-political tension. It is proved that in the context of global social transformations and new geopolitical
challenges, the problem of youth unemployment is of particular relevance, the solution of which will help to reduce
social tension in the society.
