The article examines the impact of small and medium-sized businesses on the financial stability of territorial
communities of Ukraine under martial law. The author identifies the catastrophic impact of full-scale aggression on
the activities of small and medium-sized businesses, which led to the shutdown of some enterprises, a reduction
in sales and employment. Despite this, the sector has demonstrated exceptional adaptability, retaining a key role
in supporting the economy. The article analyzes the dynamics of the number of business entities, employment,
sales volumes and tax revenues to local budgets. It is found that SMEs have retained a predominant share in the
economy, in particular due to the flexibility of microenterprises, which quickly resumed operations. Despite the overall
decline in business entities, the share of small and medium-sized businesses in employment and value added has
increased, while large businesses have suffered significant losses. The key fiscal contribution of small and medium-
sized businesses to local budget revenues has been identified. The personal income tax and the single tax remain
the main sources of budget revenues, which confirms their crucial role for the financial capacity of communities.
However, there is a significant regional differentiation: some communities have a critically low level of financial
resilience due to the direct impact of the war, uneven infrastructure development, and economic imbalances. The
main obstacles to further business recovery are identified, namely: macroeconomic uncertainty, unpredictability of
government policy, lack of qualified personnel, limited access to finance, and low export activity. To overcome these
barriers, the authors propose support mechanisms, including the creation of specialized infrastructure and legal
frameworks, systemic financial assistance, optimization of the tax burden, and reduction of bureaucracy, which will
strengthen the contribution of small and medium-sized businesses to economic recovery and financial stability of
communities.
