The purpose of the article is to substantiate the importance of living history as a tool for preserving cultural
heritage in the context of sustainable tourism development, with an emphasis on its educational, emotional and
cultural preservation potential. The object of the study is the phenomenon of living history in the formats of historical
reconstruction, historical animation, master classes and festival tourism. The objectives are: to characterize the
content and components of living history, to determine its key effects for the preservation of intangible and tangible
cultural heritage, to establish a connection between the active involvement of tourists in historical activities and
the preservation of local identity, and to propose practical directions for increasing the effectiveness of the use of
living history in tourism activities. The article substantiates the significance of living history as a modern integrated
approach to the preservation of cultural heritage in the context of sustainable tourism. It is determined that living
history includes such basic forms as historical reconstruction, historical animation, master classes in traditional crafts,
theatrical performances and festival tourism, which not only diversify recreation, but also contribute to the formation
of a deep emotional connection between tourists and cultural heritage. It is proven that the active involvement of
tourists in historical activities is an effective tool for the transfer of intangible heritage and the formation of conscious
motivation for its preservation. Two key effects of living history are characterized: 1) intergenerational transmission
of cultural practices through interactive participation, and 2) the formation of a personal attitude towards heritage
through the emotional experience of historical events. It is established that living history contributes to increasing
social cohesion, the development of regional tourism brands, supporting local identity, and also stimulates the
economic activity of communities. The need to integrate historical reconstructions into official tourist routes as an
element of sustainable tourism is substantiated. The directions for increasing the effectiveness of living history in
preserving cultural heritage are proposed, in particular through digitalization, development of educational programs,
involvement of local residents, creation of event calendars and professional training of reconstruction participants.
The article proves that living history should become part of the long-term state policy of sustainable tourism and
cultural protection.
