The article examines the issue of seasonality in the organization of rural green tourism and identifies effective
ways to overcome it, drawing on European experience and proposing solutions adapted to Ukrainian realities.
Seasonality is defined as a major structural problem that leads to uneven distribution of tourist flows throughout the
year, inefficient use of local resources, unstable incomes of rural households, and limited employment opportunities
for local residents. It also affects the competitiveness of destinations and discourages long-term investment in rural
areas. The study emphasizes that tackling seasonality requires a comprehensive strategy based on diversification
of tourist offers, development of infrastructure suitable for year-round operation, and enhancement of marketing
and digital promotion activities. Particular attention is paid to the practices of Austria, Italy, France, Poland, and
Slovenia, which have successfully implemented various approaches to extend the tourist season and ensure a
steady inflow of visitors. These approaches include the development of agrotourism and wellness tourism, the
organization of cultural, gastronomic, and craft festivals during the low season, and the creation of integrated
regional routes that combine natural, cultural, and recreational attractions. In Austria, for example, the “Urlaub am
Bauernhof” network has strengthened cooperation among rural households and promoted off-season stays through
common marketing tools. In Italy and France, the “slow tourism” concept and seasonal culinary events help maintain
interest in rural areas beyond the summer period, while Poland and Slovenia encourage active and wellness tourism
to attract tourists in colder months. The article summarizes the key lessons relevant to Ukraine, emphasizing that
the implementation of all-season rural tourism can contribute to sustainable community development, preservation
of local cultural heritage, and diversification of the rural economy. The proposed measures include creating thematic
products for different seasons, supporting rural tourism clusters, introducing digital booking systems, improving
transport accessibility, and establishing state and regional programs for the financial and educational support of
household owners. The Ukrainian adaptation of European practices can not only mitigate the negative impact of
seasonality but also promote Ukraine’s image as a country of rich natural, cultural, and agrarian resources suitable
for sustainable, year-round tourism.
