This article analyses Ukraine's demographic shock - the conjunction of ultra-low fertility, excess mortality, and
mass displacement - and explains how it constrains human capital formation. Using the sources cited in the paper
(UN/DESA WPP, Eurostat, IOM, World Bank, WHO), it outlines a medium-term horizon in which record-low births,
depressed life expectancy and an age pyramid widening at the top compress future cohorts of pupils, students
and workers, raise demand for health and long-term care, and intensify skills shortages and brain drain. A scenario
lens is applied for the next 10-15 years. In the pessimistic case, persistently low fertility paired with prolonged
external migration of women of reproductive age and children, and weak return of working-age adults, accelerates
the shrinkage of the 0-14 and 15-24 cohorts and pushes the 65+ share upward. In the mitigated case-aligned with
the Government's Demographic Strategy-2040-targeted support to families and expansion of early-childhood care,
re-emigration channels and selective labour immigration, investments in working-age health and scaled-up reskilling
for ages 25-49 slow the decline of TFR, move net migration toward balance, and offset losses in the 25-64 group
via higher participation and productivity. On the policy side, the paper argues for a shift from narrow benefits to
a coherent package: childcare infrastructure for ages 0-3 and flexible work for parents; re-entry grants and fast
recognition of qualifications; short, portable upskilling tied to employment; a primary-care-centred model of prevention
and rehabilitation; optimisation of the school network under small cohorts through digital tools; smart migration to
relieve acute bottlenecks; and local employment pacts in reconstruction regions. Implementation requires a durable
financing frame-program-based budgeting with shared central-local responsibilities, crowd-in of private and donor
co-funding for care, skills and R&D, and a single KPI dashboard linking demography, human capital and productivity.
Taken together, these measures attenuate the long demographic ‘tail’, preserve educational coverage and quality,
improve working-age health, raise employment and productivity, and place Ukraine on a fiscally responsible path to
recovery and innovation-led growth.
