The relevance of the study is determined by the crisis in Ukraine’s tourism industry, which has suffered a double
blow from COVID-19 and Russian aggression, requiring a new vision for the use of Ukraine’s existing tourism
potential. Traditional approaches to organizing tourism activities have lost their effectiveness, and the industry needs
to adapt to the realities of martial law and shift its priorities to the domestic market. The purpose of the article is to
comprehensively assess the possibilities of using natural and historical and cultural resources to restore Ukraine’s
tourism industry through the analysis of current statistical data, the study of practical aspects of the organization
of tourism services, and the identification of promising areas for the development of the industry under the new
operating conditions. The methodological basis consists of general scientific methods: analysis for processing
official statistics and industry reports, synthesis for forming a holistic view of the state of the industry, comparison
of indicators of tourism development characteristics, and generalization. The study covers the period from 2019 to
2025, allowing us to track the dynamics of changes from the pre-crisis state to the current realities. A critical decline
in tourist activity was observed in 2020 and 2022, followed by a recovery accompanied by qualitative changes
in the structure of the industry. Western regions were identified as new centers of tourist activity, where the main
tourist flows are concentrated. The formation of new tourism products related to the modern history of Ukraine and
the transformation of traditional excursion programs have been recorded. Key historical and natural resources that
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retain their tourist appeal and could form the basis for the industry's recovery have been identified. Prospects for the
development of competitive tourist destinations have been formulated, including diversification of tourist products
with an emphasis on unique cultural heritage, development of domestic tourism as the basis for economic stability,
implementation of safety protocols in all aspects of tourist activities and digitization of tourist services.
