The article is devoted to a multi-dimensional evaluation of the effectiveness of international strategies for post-
war economic recovery based on a systematic comparative approach. A context-sensitive methodology is proposed
that allows the assessment of strategies across five key dimensions: macroeconomic stabilization, structural
transformation, social consequences, external integration and institutional influence, and context-specific goals.
The study of countries' experiences with economic recovery was carried out using clusterisation by the type of
conflict. The clusters were divided into three groups: recovery after major interstate wars (the Marshall Plan and
the experience of leading European states), after internal and ethnic conflicts (Croatia, Boshia and Herzegovina,
Rwanda), and under conditions of “frozen” conflicts (Georgia, Moldova). Based on a comprehensive comparative
analysis conducted using the methodology developed in the first section, it is empirically confirmed that no universal
strategy of economic recovery exists. The strategic architecture, intervention priorities, and policy instruments directly
correlate with the nature and scale of the crisis. The Marshall Plan demonstrates the primacy of macroeconomic
stabilization and reindustrialization through financing using grants and the creation of supranational institutions. In
contrast, the experience of countries recovering from internal conflicts highlights institutional peacebuilding, social
consolidation, and external political integration, particularly EU accession. The examples of states with “frozen”
conflicts illustrate strategies which focus on strengthening internal resilience and implementing large-scale reforms
aimed at attracting investment despite the permanent threat of escalation of conflicts. The findings have practical
significance for shaping Ukraine’s national post-war recovery strategy, which must integrate international lessons
while reflecting the country’s unique challenges and developing its own example to be studied later-on.
