The scientific article has proved the importance of researching the wartime and post-industrial transformation of
the regional tourism sector in the context of ensuring the resilience of Ukraine’s economy and its regions. Based on
an assessment of statistical data on the functioning of the country’s tourism sector and the tourism business in the
regions of Ukraine during the period from 2021 to 2024, the study has identified the features of the impact of wartime
risks and the risks associated with the transition to a post-industrial development model on regional tourism business
units. A separate identification of key topical issues in the tourism sector of Ukraine’s regions has been conducted.
At the conclusion of the study, tactical and strategic approaches to addressing the challenges of tourism business
development in the regions have been identified. Also, a proposal for the creation of an inclusive ecosystem of
the regional tourist business environment in each region of Ukraine has been justified. The aim of the article is to
develop a set of strategic and tactical directions for the wartime and post-industrial transformation of the regional
tourism sector in the context of ensuring (enhancing) the resilience of the Ukraine's economy and its regions, based
on an assessment of the development of the tourism business in the country’s regions under the conditions of
military and post-industrial challenges. Within the framework of the scientific study, to achieve the aim of the article,
a set of general and specialized methods at both the empirical and theoretical levels has been used, including:
literature analysis — to examine Ukrainian scholarly research on the development of the tourism sector in Ukraine,
including at the regional level; historical and comparative evaluation methods — to identify trends and features in
the development of the tourism business in the regions of Ukraine; comparison — to identify the key problems that
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hinder the realization of the tourism business potential in the regions of Ukraine; logical generalization and scientific
abstraction — to develop a set of strategic and tactical ways for the tourism entrepreneurship development in the
regions of Ukraine; methods of systematization, grouping, and logical generalization — to organize information,
make conclusions, and develop the article’s scientific recommendations. The conducted research made it possible
to formulate a set of tactical and strategic approaches for addressing the challenges of the tourism business
development in the regions of Ukraine through the creation of an inclusive ecosystem within the regional tourism
business environment. The practical implementation of the recommendations and conclusions of the article should
be considered in the context of stimulating the tourism business development in the regions of Ukraine and ensuring
(enhancing) the resilience of both the Ukrainian economy and the economies of its regions.
